e Revelation was written by the John while he was
exiled on the Isle of Patmos.

e The best title for this book comes from the first
verse and should always be called Revelation, not
Revelations.

1. _Preterist (Past) View—fuffilled in
historical context of time, but with the agreement
that Christ will come.

Idealist View—metaphorical
portrayal of good and evil; not intended to be
literal, but rather a symbolic book of God's ultimate
rule and conquest.
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3. Futurist View—catastrophic
events unfold in a final sequence of time and will
consummate in a moment in the return of Jesus
Christ.
